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7.1 Inter-Ministerial Commissions and Coordinating Mechanisms

The aim of this chapter is to describe and provide the existing mechanisms, which
facilitate coordination and cooperation amongst ministries, agencies and other
relevant governmental and non-governmental bodies in particular, areas responsible
of chemicals management. Thus, it is very important to identify such commissions
and mechanisms that are related to chemicals management (or other fields) that are
relevant to, or have potential to be built upon for, POPs management. Furthermore,
relevant entities that can serve as, long-term commissions, coordinating mechanisms
or points of contact on POPs management issues including multistakeholder

chemicals-related committee are also mentioned.

Table 7.4 provides an overview of any relevant mechanisms for
coordinating activities among relevant institutions, chemicals-related
focal points and / or other national-level inter-agency supervisory or
coordination bodies.
