Stockholm convention
e Urging Arab states to ratify on Stockholm convention .
e Encouraging the Arab states and the secretariat of the convention to support
the national implementation plan program in the Arab states.
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e Considering the Toolkit a guiding document that is not legally binding to
partner states in the present situation.

SAICM,GHS:
e Supporting the idea that the proposed structure of the SAICM be on three
levels:

1. An international program with defined objectives and a time schedule.
2. A strategy of collective bases.
3. A high-ranking announcement.
e Asking the UNITAR/ILO and UNEP-Chemical to hold two workshops for
Arab countries on defining the nature of SAICM, GHS in Egypt.
e Supporting the Green Customers Program and holding two workshops on
defining this initiative.
e Achieving cooperation and coordination among international conventions
related to chemicals and wastes .
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
