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Assistance to Industry

These are the advantages offered by the Private Public
Sector Industry project which is supported by the Ministry of State for
Environmental Affairs and KfW.

Financial Support

Grants are provided for 30% of eligible investment costs for SMEs (less than
LE 20 million annual turnover) and 20% for large firms up to a maximum
grant of 800,000 euros. Grants paid one year after installation upon compliance
verification. For SMEs part of the grant will be paid upon commissioning,
subject to spot verification.

Eligible Projects

Companies with facilities in Upper Egypt and the Delta with projects falling
into one of the following categories; a) end of pipe treatment for air emissions
and wastewater; b) resource conservation; ¢) integrated cleaner production,
recycling and energy efficiency measures; d) solid waste management; and e)
work environment. The project should move the establishment from non
compliance to full compliance with the environment law in at least one of the
following areas: air, wastewater, solid waste or work environment.

Responsibility of Applicants

Prepare technical study comprising feasibility report and EIA (if needed) for
proposed project and a compliance action plan for whole facility. SMEs
will be reimbursed 50% of the external cost to prepare the technical study up
to 5% of the investment cost. Large firms will receive 20% of study cost.
