Introduction

The Ministry of State for Environmental Affairs is particularly keen to support
industrial establishments in their efforts to improve their environmental
performance and adopt sound environmental criteria.

In this context, the Ministry of State for Environmental Affairs and the World
Bank (WB) have jointly implemented the Egyptian Pollution Abatement Project
“EPAP II”, by adopting an initiative for environmental performance rating and
disclosure “Broadcasting & Raising Awareness through Environmental
Monitoring Program”.

Broadcasting & Raising Awareness through Environmental
Monitoring

The program “Broadcasting & Raising Awareness through Environmental
Monitoring” represents the third generation of the environmental compliance
mechanisms.

Environmental policies use two primary methods: "Regulation”; through the
use of strict national standards, and "Market-based Incentives" which would
reward the improved environmental performance of the enterprises while
ensuring environmental compliance.

The proposed third approach is to help ensure compliance through voluntary
disclosure and public participation of productive and service enterprises using
a five-color rating scheme. These ratings are then disclosed to the public via
the Ministry's website and through other media, without going into detailed
information.

Program Objectives

Promoting environmental compliance with the national environmental laws
and regulations.

Rewarding the companies that receive a good color rating (gold, green and
blue) for their environmental performance and encouraging others to reach
the same or better color rating.

Achieving better enforcement of national environmental laws and regulations.

Motivating all companies participating on a voluntary basis to improve their
respective environmental performance in order to become socially and
environmentally responsible and become competitive in the market.



Rating Methodology Concept
The environmental performance of the industries is broken down according

to five color categories as follows:

Golden Excellent
Green Good
Blue Appropriate
Red Weak
Black Extremely weak
