Egyptian Pollution Abatement Program (EPAP)

Supporting a greener and competitive industry

Overview

EPAP is an initiative of the Ministry of Environment
to help industry improve performance, reduce
energy and resource consumption and reach
compliance with environmental requlations.

A mix of loans and grants is available to industry,
with EPAP Il being supported by €145.4 million in
funding from our partners (EU, EIB, AFD and KfWw).

Eligible Projects

Eligible projects from industrial establishments
include:

« Environmental and process improvements to reach
compliance.

« Energy efficiency improvements.

- Resource efficiency for better use and reuse of
resources - a circular economy approach.

Benefits to industry
Industrial establishments can benefit through:
« Compliance with environmental requlations.

- Meet market demands for better environmental
performance.

- Financial savings through reduced energy and
resource costs.

« Improved productivity and competitiveness.

Finance

For approved projects, funding can be obtained
through the Apex or participating banks.

« Borrow up to 90% of investment costs.

« Maximum loan normally EUR 15 million but can
be increased to EUR 25 million case-by-case.

« Interest rate 1-2% over CBE Corridor rate or 2-3%
over Libor/Euribor for foreign currency.

- Loan repayment is 5-8 years with 1-2 years grace
period.

« Grant is 10-22% of eligible costs depending on
financial viability.
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SME Facility

A grant only facility is available to eligible SMEs,

whose average annual turnover is less than

EGP 200 million.

« Grant is 10-30% of eligible costs depending on
financial viability.

« Maximum grant is equivalent to EUR 300,000.

- Eligible investment cost should not exceed
60% of annual turnover.

- The SME should finance at least 10% of costs.
Remainder can be self-financed or borrowed.

Company responsibilities

Companies, with the technical support of EPAP,

should:

« Prepare required technical studies.

- Use best available technologies.

« Undertake procurement following EPAP
guidelines.
