A circular economy approach can benefit industries
through the efficient use and reuse of resources,
materials and products. By using fewer resources
and optimising their use, businesses can become
more environmentally friendly, competitive and
profitable. Improved resource efficiency is essential
for sustainable green growth.

Types of Projects
For companies wishing to improve resource
efficiency to reach, or go beyond environmental
compliance, the following types of projects can be
considered:
- Industrial waste recycling (e.q., plastics, acrylics).
- Waste reuse (e.g., vinasse recovery, alternative fuels).
- Wastewater recycling and reuse (e.qg., recycle
treated wastewater, treat/reuse municipal sewage
for industrial process).
- Recovery and reuse of raw materials (e.g., paper
fibre, solvents, ammonia).
« Process optimisation to reduce resource usage.
- Technical innovation to use less resources or
extend product shelf life.
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Eligibility Criteria

Projects for funding should:

- Comply with Best Available Technology (BAT)
measures/emission values.

- Meet relevant sector performance benchmarks.

« Result in a reduction of resource use.

Finance
For approved projects, and depending on project
financial viability, funding can be obtained:

« As loans with a grant of 10-22% of eligible costs.
- As a grant of 10-30% of eligible costs for SMEs.
